Salford Later Life Services are promoting the Dignity Challenge through our innovative Reach Beyond Service. The Reach Beyond Service is a well established part of our older peoples service which promotes the involvement and collaboration of patients, carers and the citizens of Salford in improving services for better outcomes for our patients and their loved ones.

The Reach Beyond service have facilitated a moving DVD for carers of people with dementia, and it was at the launch of this DVD that volunteers for the Dignity Campaign were sought, in addition to this all our clinical in-patient areas and our Day Hospital also have Dignity Champions who will support our work in raising the profile of dignity in older people.

Our work is in very early stages but we plan to hold a celebration event for our dignity champions on 13th February 2009 where we can focus on defining roles, establishing a Dignity Audit Tool and enabling other services who have progressed the dignity agenda to showcase their work. At the heart of this will be the staff, carers and our Reach Beyond Team together with some leading speakers in older peoples care.
