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PEOPLE who believe that being treated with dignity and respect is a human right and not an optional extra are being asked to sign up as ‘dignity champions’. 

Wiltshire Council is asking people to become dignity champions for Dignity Action Day tomorrow. 

Sue Redmond, the council’s community services director, said: “Being a dignity champion is about making a difference to people’s lives – helping them feel good about themselves, valued and respected. We can all make a difference – it doesn’t matter how small. The chances are it will make a big difference to someone’s life.” 

One of the ways that the council is championing dignity in care is by providing care workers in residential and nursing homes with dignity training. 

One home that has benefited is Alderbury Bungalow in Salisbury, which is part of the SCOPE organisation, which helps and supports people with learning and physical disabilities. All the people in the home have given excellent feedback on the training.
