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More than two million health and social care staff in the UK work around the clock to provide support and care for those in need, and 11,000 of them have signed up to be Dignity Champions … including more than 200 in the North Yorkshire. 

The care professionals working for North Yorkshire County Council’s Adult and Community Services are helping to make sure that dignity is a reality for all.    

“There are many ways in which we ensure that people enjoy the dignity to which they are entitled,” said County Councillor Chris Metcalfe, Executive Member for Adult and Community Services. 

“For example, people with learning disabilities are involved in the quality assurance checking of the services they receive and make formal reports on what they find so that services can be changed or improved.   

“And all County Council residential homes are to use a new screening tool with people living in care homes to ensure that their levels of nutrition and hydration are monitored regularly, and action taken when needed.” 

He added: “All our staff whether they work in social care, libraries or the registration service are expected to treat people with dignity and respect every day and we receive many letters of commendation every year.” 

Dignity Action Day is aimed at giving everyone the opportunity to contribute to upholding people’s rights to dignity.  It also aims to ensure people in care are treated as individuals, are given choice, control and a sense of purpose in their daily activities and are provided with stimulating activities.
