The posters / mats have been distributed to GP surgeries, hospitals, community bases, luncheon clubs, residential and daycare establishments  to enable people to read and view the campaign, spread the work and share the campaign.

We agreed the roll out and planned the idea from our Dignity Steering Group which has representation from our partner organisations such as Kirklees NHS, SWYMHT, VIP SECTOR, ACUTE HOSPITALS and our various internal departments within SOCIAL SERVICES.
